 * Digital Sign - The Digital Sign Committee expressed how they are still considering insurance for the 

digital sign and what that would all entail. No decision was made on how to move forward.  

 * Reverse Raffle - Recapped how the committee previously decided they would host the Reverse Raffle 

for one more year to see if numbers/attendees go back up.

 * Banners - It was previously agreed upon to allocate $2,200 of the budget to the city street banners. 

Nathan and Jamie will submit the artwork for the street banners to C&E today 4/8/2025 after the meeting. 

Any further action needed to complete the street banner project will be done via email. 

 * Downtown Beautification Project - Need to place our order with Schmiesing’s ASAP— Suzanne is 

getting ready for filling the planters and the WACC needs to give her a number of pots needed. So far, there 

are 29 tentative arrangements needed. Giving her the final numbers separated by downtown locations and 

non-downtown locations would be ideal.  

 It was then discussed how we will need extra fertilizer and pots this year, for the addition of a few 

arrangements that were not downtown last year. (i.e.) Stephens Funeral Service notified the WACC that they 

would love to have a flower arrangement but they would have no way of watering/maintaining it, so Brandi 

Samyn has offered to water this one. The Wabasso Public Library and the Wabasso Ambulance garage are still 



contemplating whether or not they will want one, and Brandon assured he would check in with them soon for 

an update. 

Everyone agreed they will work toward the goal of having the planters in place by Memorial Day 

weekend (Friday, May 23rd). The WACC will plan to order at least a couple extra arrangements/planters in 

case any other businesses decide they want one. 

 

* 2026 Budget - Tina presented a sheet that proposed a new 2026 budget which included putting money in 

two 7-month CDs (one for the general checking account and one for the digital sign account) as well as the 

addition of a possible scholarship for WHS added in the fall. Nobody had any further thoughts or suggestions 

on the budget. Holden motioned to approve the new budget, and Shayla seconded. Tina will carry out the 

motion tomorrow 4/9/2025.

Nathan proposed a 3-month pause on WACC meetings as they did in previous years, with the next meeting 

being the second Tuesday in August. Nobody objected to the idea. Tina motioned to approve the summer 

meeting schedule and Brandon seconded. Any topic that may arise in the next 3 months that needs 

attention/discussion can be addressed through email.
